On December 13, 2023, a faculty development program for teaching faculties at CHRIST School 
(ICSE) took place in collaboration with the School of Education. Dr. Sindu George, an experienced 
education professional specializing in teacher motivations, STEM education, and inclusive education, 
served as the resource person. 
The workshop addressed crucial topics, such as the lack of motivation among Indian teachers for 
leadership tasks, career aspirations, and the importance of motivation and engagement in driving learner 
success. An emphasis was placed on the necessity of adopting new strategies, considering that a 
significant portion of learners remains disengaged in the conventional learning environment. 
The session delved into the Self-Determination Theory, distinguishing between extrinsic and intrinsic 
motivations, with a focus on the latter's significance. Teachers' Goal Orientations, encompassing 
Mastery, Ability-approach, Ability-avoidance, Work-avoidance, and Relational-approach, 
were also explored. 
A key takeaway highlighted the importance of fostering a sense of relatedness over 
mere competence and autonomy, encouraging educators to embrace the role of a co-
learner with students and take calculated risks.
